Construction contracts often use complex standard forms of contract which are adapted 

extensively and are comprised of a large volume and variety of documents. 

The talk will discuss: 

• the principal functions of a construction contract; 

• the types of construction contract commonly used in Hong Kong; 

• the documents which form a construction contract; 

• the key characteristics of construction contracts; and
