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Due to the stringent foreign exchange controls and complicated tax clearance procedures, multinationals
always face different challenges when implementing foreign exchange remittance arrangements and making
payments out of the PRC. On the other hand, in order to remove those long-existed barriers, the PRC
government has been reviewing its policies and recently issued new regulations and guidance to relax certain
foreign exchange controls and tax administrations for non-trade remittance payments. It is therefore
important for companies to understand these recent developments and their impacts in order to formulate
future strategies for extracting cash out of the PRC.

The objective of this session is to give an update on recent developments in tax and regulatory requirements
with respect to non-trade remittance out of the PRC, discuss the common types of cash extraction strategies
and possible ways in tackling the challenges faced when implementing a foreign exchange remittance

arrangement.
