
 

 

          

 

 

 

Suspicious transaction reporting ("STR") is an obligation of the accounting profession as set out in the 
relevant local legislations.  As the way forward, the profession is expected to establish internal policies, 
procedures and controls to cover customer due diligence and record keeping. Failing to report 
knowledge or suspicion of crime proceeds or terrorist property is a criminal offence.
